Guidelines:  
This exhibition will be held in conjunction with the Library's annual Arlington Reads program. The book 
chosen for Arlington Reads 2010 is The Memory of Old Jack by Wendell Berry - the musings of an elderly 
Kentucky farmer on the "truth and integrity of the land." Inspired by the book, we are looking for art that uses 
food as a theme or aspect of the artwork, and that explores the ideas of "You are what you eat," what we eat, 
where/how we eat, who/what eats, the nature of food, where it comes from, how it sustains us/the land, etc.  
Artists are encouraged to use recycled material in the creation of their art, but this is not a requirement.  Artwork may be 
2-D, 3-D or photographic.  This competition is open to local artists who, if selected, are able to hand deliver/pick-up 
their work at Arlington Central Library.

Applications must include: 

• Completed entry form (see below) 
• Photo or digital image (300dpi jpeg) of the work (2 images per piece, 2 pieces per artist)

Notification of Jury's Decision 
The jury will review all submissions and notify entrants of the results by March 29, by email or phone. 
Accepted artwork must be delivered to Central Library on Wednesday, March 31 and will remain at the library through 
April 30, 2010. Works may be offered for sale: the artist agrees to donate 20% of the proceeds from the sale of any 
artwork displayed in this exhibit and sold during the exhibit to the Friends of Arlington Public Library. The artist's 
signature and all above requested information are required for participation.

Return of Submissions 
All submissions may be picked up at Arlington Central Library between April 1 and May 15, 2010. Arlington Public 
Library will not be responsible for any loss or damage to artwork submitted. 
 
Liability, and Delivery and Pickup of Work 
Art accepted for the show must be delivered to the Arlington Central Library on March 31, 2010 and must be picked up 
on Friday, April 30, 2010.  There is no provision for receiving or returning shipped artwork.  All works accepted for 
the show must be suitably framed and/or ready for display or hanging.  Works on paper must be framed under glass or 
Plexiglas.   All artwork will be handled by experienced personnel and the utmost care taken to guarantee the safety of the 
work.  The library will be staffed during all open hours of the show.  Insurance coverage will be provided for artwork on 
exhibit at the retail or insurance value of the piece.
